It was generally agreed by those present that the date chosen this year, Friday, July 17th, was a good one as it coincided with the Middleton Farm Market and the 100th Anniversary of the Town of Middleton – all of which helped to increase the attendance at our show.  Other suggestions for next year were to have a few more tables for the lunch, more chairs available for people to sit on and to perhaps have signs for our show positioned on the Farm Market site.  It was also mentioned that the Kingston Tourist Office would like to have a poster to put on their wall promoting our show and it was thought that perhaps one could also be put up at the Middleton Tourist Office.

Alice Morrison commented that in future we should refrain from having any of our members judge at our Flower & Vegetable Show as they are then prohibited from entering anything from their own gardens.

Our members were saddened by the news that one of our members, Colin Ainsworth, had passed away.  Barbara Friedman mentioned that she appreciated being informed of this by an email sent to the members by our secretary, Margaret Moore.  A donation from the Wilmot Garden Club will be sent to the Veterans’ wing of Soldiers’ Memorial Hospital in memory of Colin.

Motion to adjourn was made by Valerie Despres, seconded by Lillian Shepperdson.  Meeting adjourned at 7:20 p.m.
